bases, as it has 51 in 22 games (2.3 per game).
•	The 51 steals are already more than the 2022 Clemson 

team's season total of 32 steals in 58 games.
•	Clemson has at least one steal in 18 of the 22 games 

and multiple steals in 12 games.
•	A total of 11 different Tigers have contributed to the 

team's 51 stolen bases.
•	Clemson has totaled 100+ steals in 18 seasons. The 

last time doing so was in 2013, when it had 111 steals.
•	Benjamin Blackwell and Cam Cannarella are tied for 

the team lead with 13 steals apiece.
•	Clemson totaled 17 steals in the season-opening series 

against Binghamton, including 11 in the season opener, 
one shy of the school record.

CAPTAINS
•	Ryan Ammons, Riley Bertram, Jackson Lindley and 

Blake Wright were voted team co-captains in the pre-
season.

•	Benjamin Blackwell, Chad Fairey and Mac Starbuck 
were voted to the leadership council (assistant cap-
tains).

•	Tristan Bissetta, Jacob Jarrell and Rocco Reid were 
voted rising leaders (underclassmen).

AMICK PUTS NAME IN TIGER LORE
•	Sophomore infielder and catcher Billy Amick had been 

a bench player in his career until March 10, when he 
put his stamp in Tiger lore.

•	He entered the series opener against Georgia State in 
the sixth inning as a pinch-hitter and had a single later 
in the game.

•	In the ninth inning with the Tigers trailing 8-5, he 
blasted a 446-foot grand slam with two outs to give 
Clemson a 9-8 walkoff victory.

•	It was his first career homer in his 12th career game and 
second year at Clemson. It was also the third walkoff 
grand slam in Tiger history.

•	He is hitting .348 with a homer, triple, seven RBIs, five 
runs and a .423 on-base percentage in eight games 
(five starts) in 2023.

•	During his career, he is hitting .238 with a home run, 
triple, seven RBIs and six runs in 17 games (eight 
starts).

BLACKWELL GLAD HE RETURNED
•	Senior infielder Benjamin Blackwell decided late in the 

process last summer to return for his fifth collegiate 
season in 2023.

•	The Tigers are glad he did, and he is putting up solid 
numbers along the way, including a team-tying-high 
13 stolen bases.

•	He is hitting .318 with six doubles, a triple, 12 RBIs, 
11 runs, 11 walks and a .414 on-base percentage in 
22 games in 2023.

•	He is one of three Tigers to play and start every game 
in 2023.

•	He has a solid .959 fielding percentage as Clemson's 
starting shortstop, committing only three errors in 74 
chances.

•	In his two-year Tiger career, he is hitting .325 with 16 
doubles, two triples, three homers, 45 RBIs, 63 runs 
and 17 steals in 80 games.

CANNARELLA EMERGING AS FRESHMAN
•	Freshman Cam Cannarella has stepped right in to be-

come the everyday starter in center field as a freshman 
in 2023.

•	He is hitting .418 with nine doubles, a triple, two hom-
ers, 19 RBIs, 30 runs, a .491 on-base percentage and 
13 steals in 22 games.

	 Doug Kingsmore Stadium, the home of Tiger baseball 
since 1970, has seen many changes and improvements over 
the years, but it has not lost its aesthetic beauty and unique 
feel on the west side of the Clemson University campus.
	 Doug Kingsmore Stadium has over 4,500 permanent 
seats, but is capable of holding 6,272 fans thanks to a hill 
area down the left-field line that is popular with students.
	 The park features a terrace in the outfield adjacent to the 
fence, similar to the old Crosley Field in Cincinnati. Former 
Head Coach Bill Wilhelm liked the look and practicality of a 
field with grass around the outfield instead of gravel or dirt.
	 In 2015, a three-story building was constructed behind 
the first-base dugout. It houses a state-of-the-art clubhouse, 
coaches offices and a player lounge among other amenities.
