COACHES QUOTES

COACH TIMMY WESJ OF CLEMSON:

I  think the biggest thing that happened was the drive at the start of the second
half. State got the ball and drove down for a field goal. At halftime, you'd
thought our team was 21 points behind the way it was acting, although'-we were
ahead by a little at the half.

Penalties really killed us in the first half. It looked like we just walked through
that first half. But the bottom line is that we didn't turn the ball over, ex
cept for that one time late, and we did the things we had to do to win games. We
had great field position in the first half, but penalties -- penalties --

This is a team that not only wants to win, but this is a team that has learned how
to win by not turning the ball over, by winning the rushing yardage, by playing
field position. Everybody wants to win, but this team has learned how to win...
and this wasn't a pretty win by any means.

This is really t he seventh week in a row that we've had to get as high'- as we
know how to get ... I didn't think we were emotionally sky high we we came out
today, but we had practiced well this week. In the first four possessions of the
first half, we stopped ourselves with penalties, and that's inexcuseable.

Our offensive line is much improved right now ant they gave us what we needed. We
knew that State would do a lot of stuntimg, and the like, and I thought we did a
good job up front.

Who would have ever thought that at one point in.time this team would be going to
a bowl game...and that's the first time I've said that word...I wouldn't say it
when I talked to them last night and we're real excited for this team, the football
staff and their fans. Our football team knew what was at stake...they knew what
was on the line and I think they reached down and they tried...I don't know if it
was an emotional thing because this is not an emotional team.

NC State Coach's Quotes

"We laid the ball on the ground three times and threw an interception. I think
that is the difference in the football game. We gave them 14 points and they did
what they had to do in the second half. They moved the football to put points on
the board and put the ball in the end zone."

"I have to give their offense credit for coming out and doing what they had to do.

He sprained his knee last week and wasn't able to practice
a whole lot until Thursday. Thursday he felt pretty good. Then today he came out and
was feeling fine.
