o This year's Tiger squad has a combined 22 games of NCAA tournament experience which is 12 more games than Clemson had
in 2023-24. That 12-game difference ranks fourth-best in the ACC and t-15th in the NCAA.

o Clemson has two players that have started on sweet sixteen teams (Loyal McQueen - Georgia Tech, Anya Poole - North Carolina).

o There are five players on Team 50 that played in the NCAA tournament last season (Hannah Kohn - Chattanooga, Loyal McQueen
- Alabama, Anya Poole - North Carolina, Addie Porter - Chattanooga, Raven Thompson - Chattanooga)

o Clemson is one of three teams (lowa State, Eastern Michigan) in the nation that brought in at least two players (Hannah
Kohn, Summah Evans) from the transfer portal that shot over 40% from three-point range with at least 25 attempts.

e |n addition to Kohn and Evans, the Tigers also added Mia Moore (37%) and Raven Thompson (38%) who are excellent
shooters from outside.

e In her season at Chattanooga, Kohn set the record for most three-pointers made by a freshman in a season (68) and
three-point percentage (.468). She ranked third in the nation for best three-point percentage.

e The Tigers will play 13 regular season games against teams
that played in the NCAA tournament last season.

e The teams Clemson is scheduled to play this season not
only made the tournament, but advanced far. The Tigers'
2024-25 opponents won a total of 21 games in last season's
tournament.

e The 13 games that Clemson will play against last season's
tournament teams the third most such games in the nation
this season.

e Nine of Clemson's games this year are against ACC teams
who advanced to the NCAA tournament.

e |n addition to the 13 games the Tigers can play against
NCAA tournament teams, an additional eight games are
scheduled against teams that played in either the WBIT or
WNIT last season.

LOYAL RETURNS HOME & GIVES BACK

o After four years away from home, Loyal McQueen returns to her
home state where she was the Gatorade Player of the Year at
Wilson High School to finish her collegiate career.

© Through the first nine games of the season, McQueen is averaging
career highs in points (13.8), field goal percentage (.437), three
point percentage (.417), free throw percentage (.806), rebounds
per game (3.7), and assists per game (5.6).

o After returning to play for Clemson, McQueen hosted a basketball
camp in her hometown that was free for kids ages 6-13. In
addition to learning how to play basketball, McQueen provided
all attendees with school supplies for the upcoming school year.

® During the offseason, McQueen returned to Florence where she
donated $500 to the South Florence, West Florence, and Wilson
High School girls basketball teams.

o Afteralegendary high school career at Wilson High, it was recently
announced that McQueen's jersey would be retired at Wilson.

e MIA MOORE DOES IT ALL

o Through Clemson's first eight games, Mia Moore is Clemson's
second leading scorer with 12.1 points per game, is second
on the team in rebounding (6.4 rpg) and steals (1.5 spg)

e During her time in Birmingham, Moore became one of the
most unique players in the country.

o Lastseason, Moore was one of 25 players in the nation to lead
her team in points, points per game, field goal percentage,
rebounds, rebounds per game, and steals per game.

e Standingatjust5'6", Moore averaged almost nine rebounds
per game and notched 13 double-doubles.

e Last season, Moore coralled a career-high 17 rebounds
against Memphis.

© Moore ranked fifth in the AAC for most rebounds per game.

e Once recorded a quadruple double in high school (15 points,
11 assists, 10 steals, 10 rebounds).

BIG TIME TESSA

o Miller had a career year for a 26-win Belmont team last season,
averaging 14.4 points, 6.2 boards, and 3.2 assists per game en
route to being an all-conference selection.

o |n seven games against power-four competition last season,
including games against Georgia, Mississippi State, Ohio State,
Penn State, and Stanford, Miller averaged 14.4 points, 5.4

rebounds, and 2.3 assists per game while shooting 60% from
the floor.

o Miller notched a her first double-double of this season with 15
points and 11 boards against Kennesaw State

e She logged another double-double with 16 points and 10
rebounds - including her 1,000th career point - in Clemson's
win against Radford

o Playing against a Stanford team that featured Cameron Brink and
Kiki Iriafen, Miller scored 18 points with nine made field goals.

e Inthe season-opening game against Jackson State, Miller scored
a team-high of 17 points on an ultra-efficient 7-8 from the floor
and 3-3 from the free-throw line.

¢ TIGERS RANKING TOWARDS THE TOP

o Through the first eight games of the season, Clemson ranks in the
top 40 in the nation in several stats.

o The Tigers have been elite from the free-throw line this year and
are shooting at a.805 clip, ranking them ninth in the nation.

e CU has been one of the best rebounding teams in the country.
The Tigers are collecting over 29 defensive rebounds per contest
- 22nd best in the country - and have a +8.8 rebounding margin
per game which is fifth best in the ACC.

e Clemson has had a stifling defense this year and has held four
opponents under 50 points. The Tigers currently rank third in the
ACC by allowing just 54.6 points per game.

DYNAMIC DUO IN THE BACKCOURT

o The combination of Loyal McQueen and Mia Moore in the Tiger
backcourt has been electric so far this season.

o The two outstanding guards lead the Tigers in scoring and have
proven to rise to the occasion in Clemson's higgest games.

McQueen and Moore have combined to account for 51% of
Clemson's scoring.

e McQueen leads the team in scoring and assists per game, while
Moore is Clemson's second leading scorer and rebounder, and
the Tigers' leader in steals per game.

e Currently, McQueen ranks in the top ten in the ACC in assist
percentage (second), assists per game (second), and assists
(fourth).

e Moore, in addition to playing some of the best all-around
basketball on the team, is the Tigers' leading three-
point shooter (min. 25 attempts) this season (.407).
