His eight goals are tied for
eigth in the nation and second in the ACC.

oThe Tigers currently hold a4-1-1 ACC record to rank second in the conference, just one win behind the leaders,
Stanford. Clemson finishes the regular season with matches against Virginia and Virginia Tech.
