© Head Coach Shawn Poppie enters his second season at
the helm. The Tigers took major steps forward in year one
and are making noise nationally on the court and on the
recruiting trail.

e Clemson holds a 8-2 advantage in the series with Mercer,
and the Tigers are on a five game series win streak.

e HC Shawn Poppie is 5-0 against Mercer.

LAST TIME OUT

® Junior Guard/Forward Rusne Augustinaite (19 points)
knocked down four 3-pointers and led all scorers in
Clemson's, 76-38, season-opening victory against USC
Upstate on Monday afternoon.

e Senior guard Mia Moore (17 points) and senior guard
Taylor Johnson-Matthews (12 points) rounded out the
trio of double-digit scorers for the Tigers. Forwards
Demeara Hinds (five rebounds) and Raven Thompson
(five rebounds) led the Tigers in rebounding.

e The Education Day crowd featured 5,839 local students.

CLEMSON NOTES
 Clemson won six ACC games in a season for the 4th time

in the past 21 seasons and 14 games in a season for the
5th time since 2004.

 Clemson won two or more games over ranked teams for
the first time since 2022-23 and the third time since 2004
when they defeated No. 19 Georgia Tech and No. 20 Cal.

© Clemson is one of four schools to have won an ACC
tournament game in six out of the past seven seasons.

 The Tigers set a program record for most three-point field
goals made (228) in a season and three-pointers made
per game (7.3).

 The Tigers made a program-record 15 three-pointers
against NC State hit ten or more three-pointers six times.

 Clemson finished with a 1.08 assist to turnover ratio, its
best mark in school history.

 Clemson finished with more assists than turnovers for
just the fifth time in school history and the first time since
1991-92.

© Hannah Kohn hit 79 three-pointers in her first season in
Clemson, one short of the program single-season mark
(80) set by Kendall Spray in 2019-20.

Senior guard Rachael Rose is 1-0f-20 players
(1-0f-6 in the ACC) named to the 2026 Nancy
Lieberman Point Guard of the Year Preseason
watch list, announced by Hoophall & the WBCA.
Rose did not earn a spot on the Preseason All-
ACC Team.

The Nancy Lieberman Award recognizes the top
point guard in women’s NCAA Division | college
basketball. To be considered for this prestigious
award, candidates must exhibit the floor lead-
ership, playmaking, and ball-handling skills of
Class of 1996 Hall-of-Famer Nancy Lieberman.

Record Attendance Increase

In the first year of the Shawn Poppie Era,
Clemson women's basketball experianced a 91%
Year-over-year home attendance growth, 9th
nationally and 1st in the ACC.

The Tigers finished the 2024-25 season with
the highest home attendance (36,408 fans) in
program history since the 2001-02 season.

Tigers Turning Heads

Last season the Tigers upset No. 19 Georgia
Tech (W, 68-61, Feb. 13) and No. 20 Cal (W, 69-
58, Jan. 2) in head coach Shawn Poppie's first
season (2024-25) at Clemson, which marked the
first time since 2022-23 and the third time since
2004 that Clemson defeated two or more ranked
opponents in a season.

Raining 3's
The 2024-25 squad set a new single-season
program record with 228 3PTM last season.

The squad's 3PT average of 7.4 ranked 5th in the
ACC last season.

Offseason Staff Additions

Corey Fox (Special Assistant to the Head Coach)
& Cayla King (Graduate Assistant) joined Shawn
Poppie & Co. in the offseason.

Fox was most recently at Limestone, where he
had served as the Head Women’s Basketball
Coach since 2004, and previously from 2001 to
2003 in the Men’s Basketball staff. During his
time with the Saints, he accumulated a 386-244
record, rebuilding the women’s program and set-
ting a school record of 34 wins in a season during
2014-15. He led the team to the program’s first
Sweet 16 in 2013, to the Elite Eight in 2014, and
the Final Four in 2015. He coached nine consec-
utive winning seasons from 2009 to 2018 and
led the Saints to seven consecutive conference
championships from 2012 to 2018.

King comes to Clemson with two seasons of pro-
fessional basketball experience in Slovenia and
Australia. King played five seasons at Virginia
Tech, connecting her with Poppie. King was a
four-year starter for the Hokies, where she saw
four NCAA Tournament Runs and was a starter
in the 2023 Final Four.
