When Clemson defeated Pittsburgh in men’s soccer on April 17, 2021,
it marked the eleventh time in history that Clemson had upset the nation’s
top ranked team in men'’s soccer. It was the 38th time Clemson has done
it in all sports combined. The soccer team’s 11 upsets of number-one is
second in Clemson sports history to the baseball program’s 17 wins over
number-one. Clemson has also defeated number-one in men’s basketball,
men’s tennis, women’s basketball and women’s soccer. Men’s soccer has

defeated the nation’s No. 1 team in nine different seasons.

Clemson defeated number-one Wake Forest 2-1 in overtime in the NCAA

Tournament on November 30, 2002 in Winston-Salem, NC.

The Tigers also defeated a #1 Virginia team, 2-1 at Virginia on a goal
with just one second left by Jimmy Glenn. That is the latest game-winning

regulation goal in Clemson history in any match.
