TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS IN THE NON-CONFERENCE

e (Clemson had a 10-3 record in its now completed regular season
non-conference slate. Included in the resume are wins over Georgia
(#34 in the NET, the Bulldogs only non-conference loss) and a victory
over West Virginia in the Charleston Classic. Additionally the team
posted power conference wins over South Carolina and Cincinnati.
Clemson’s three losses are to power basketball conference teams
Georgetown, Alabama and BYU. All three loses were away from home
and three of the four wins were away from home.

e This year's Clemson team accomplished two things in the non-
conference part of the schedule that all 15 previous Clemson NCAA
Tournament teams have also accomplished — having a winning record

in regular season tournament play and having three losses or less in
regular season non-conference slate.

e As you can see by the chart below, no Clemson team with four
or more non-conference losses in the regular season has made the
NCAA tournament. The only NCAA Tournament team that didn’t have a
winning record in regular season tournament games was the 1995-96
team that didn’t play any regular season tournament games.

record for any league schedule (14-6 in 2022-23).

o Fifteen of the 18 wins have been by double digits, the most in a
season in school history. The previous record was nine double-digit
wins among the 14 conference victories in 2022-23.

e Clemson finished its ACC road schedule with a 9-1 mark. It is four
more ACC road wins than any previous season. The 1986-87 (5-2),
2022-23 (5-5) and 2023-24 (5-5) all had five ACC road wins.

e The 9-1 ACC road record has a .900 winning percentage, by far
a Clemson record for winning percentage in ACC road games. The
previous record was the 5-2 mark by Horace Grant's 1986-87 team
that posted a.714 winning percentage in ACC road games.

e (Clemson has also established a school mark for ACC winning
percentage with its 18-2 record, a .900 winning percentage. The
previous best were the 10-4 records of the 1986-87 and 1989-90
teams. Those teams won .714 of their league games.

e (Clemson won its final eight ACC road games, the longest streak
of ACC road wins in school history. It is three more than the previous
record of five set in 1986-87. That Clemson team won its first five ACC
road games before losing at Duke and North Carolina to end its ACC
road schedule.

e When Clemson defeated Boston College on March 5 it gave
the Tigers at least one victory over 16 of the other 17 ACC schools.

NOTES

Louisville is the only ACC team Clemson has not defeated this year as
the Cardinals defeated Clemson 74-64 in Louisville on Jan. 7.

e Clemson’s +11.2 points per game victory margin is also a school
record for league games.

o Clemson set a school record for consecutive ACC wins regardless of
site with its win over Virginia Tech. Clemson finished the regular season
winning eight straight ACC games. The previous mark of seven was set
in 1966-67 and 2022-23.

e (Clemson won its 27th game of the season against SMU in the
quarterfinals of the ACC Tournament in Charlotte on March 13.

e The Tigers set a program record for regular season wins against
Virginia Tech with their 26th victory, but set a new program standard
with its 27th against SMU.

CLEMSON SETS RECORD FOR WINS IN REGULAR SEASON

e Clemson won its 26th game of the regular season against Virginia
Tech on March 8. That set the school record for regular season
victories, surpassing the 1986-87 team that had a 25-4 record in the
regular season before losing in the first round the ACC Tournament and
the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

e That 1986-87 team ran to a 24-2 record, including 10-2 in the ACC
and won its first eight road games and its first 10 games away from
home. Clemson was the last team in the nation to suffer a loss away
from home that year. The streak was finally broken when point guard
Grayson Marshall suffered a sprained ankle at Duke and the Tigers lost,
65-59.

e The victory over the Hokies tied the mark for overall wins on the
court in a season.

e The No. 12 ranking in the AP Poll is Clemson's highest entering the
NCAA Tournament in school history.

e The Clemson Tigers are one of 19 teams since 2018 to have gone
to at least four NCAA Tournaments and reached at least two Sweet 16's
and one Elite Eight in that time frame.

HORACE GRANT INDUCTED INTO CHICAGO BULLS RING OF
HONOR

e Horace Grant (Sparta, Ga./Hancock Central) was formally inducted
into the Chicago Bulls Ring of Honor as part of the 2025 class — the
second class in Bulls history.

Grant came to Clemson as a freshman in 1983 and made a name
for himself during his final two years in Tigertown. During his senior
season, he became the first player in ACC history to lead the league
in scoring (21.0 average), rebounding (9.6) and field goal percentage
(70.8 percent). In 1987, Grant was named Clemson'’s first ACC Player
of the Year.

“It was an honor,” Grant said a year later as a member of the NBA's
Chicago Bulls about winning the award. “I think it proved that if you
work hard, good things come to you. At the time, it didn’t mean a great
deal to me. But after the fact, it means a lot because no Clemson player
had ever done that.”

Grant was a first-round pick of the Chicago Bulls, 10th pick overall
of 1987 draft. He was the winner of Clemson’s Frank Howard Award
and IPTAY Athlete-of-the-Year for 1987. He won three NBA World
Championships with the Bulls and was the first former Clemson player
to win an NBA World Championship ring. He finished his career with
four World Championship Rings, also winning one with the Los Angeles
Lakers.

He signed a free-agent contract with Orlando Magic in the summer
of 1994, he helped the team to the NBA finals in 1995. Grant was a
four-time NBA All-Defensive team (second-team) pick, 1993-96. He
was a veteran of 170 career playoff games. He was inducted into the
Clemson Hall of Fame in 1999 and the state of South Carolina Athletic
Hall of Fame in 2010.

HUNTER TYSON COMPLETES SECOND NBA SEASON WITH
NUGGETS, PREPARES FOR YEAR THREE

e Hunter Tyson finished his second NBA season in 2024-25 and
played 51 games, including two starts.

e Tyson averaged 2.6 points and 1.5 rebounds mostly off the bench
for the Nuggets, who advanced to the Western Conference Semifinals
against the Minnesota Timberwolves.

o His first career start came on March 17, 2025 at Golden State. He
finished with nine points and seven rebounds in just under 20 minutes

of action. He was 4-9 from the field, 1-4 from three and 3-5 at the foul
line.

e Hunter Tyson made his NBA debut against the Oklahoma City
Thunder on Oct. 29, 2023. Tyson played three minutes and grabbed
one rebound.

e Tyson scored his first career NBA points at the Minnesota
Timberwolves on November 1. He played a season-high four minutes
and finished 1-for-2 from the field with his first basket coming on a
dunk. He also added a rebound.

e Hunter Tyson played in 18 games during his rookie season for the
Denver Nuggets, averaging 2.7 minutes per contest.

e He scored 20 points, grabbed nine rebounds and totaled two assists
and one steal.

HUNTER TYSON DRAFTED 37TH OVERALL BY DENVER NUGGETS
IN 2023 NBA DRAFT

e Tyson was selected 37th overall by the Oklahoma City Thunder in
the second round of the 2023 NBA Draft on June 22. The pick was
made by the Denver Nuggets as part of a previously agreed upon trade.
e Tyson was selected the highest in the NBA Draft by a Tigers since
K.J. McDaniels was picked 32nd by the Philadelphia 76ers in 2014. He
was the first Tiger selected since Jaron Blossomgame in the 2017 NBA
Draft (59th overall).

e Tyson earned his first career All-ACC honor last season and was
named to the All-ACC First Team for his performance in 2022-23. Tyson
put together a career year this past season season.

e He averaged a team-best 15.3 points and 9.6 rebounds per game
while shooting 47.9 percent from the floor, 40.5 percent from three and
83.8 percent at the free throw line. In league play, he was even better.
He averaged 16.4 points and 9.9 rebounds while shooting 50.5 percent
and 84.3 percent at the charity stripe.

e He was named the 2023 ACC Skip Prosser Scholar-Athlete of the
Year for his work on the court and in the classroom.

e Tyson became the 44th player in Clemson history to amass 1,000
career points and has since moved into the top 40 all time. He was
named to the 2023 Naismith Hall of Fame Karl Malone Award Top 10
and the 2023 USBWA Oscar Robertson Trophy Award Midseason Watch
List.

e Hecollected 16 double-doubles which tied him for eighth all-time in
Clemson history for a single season with Sharone Wright (1992-93). It
is the most in a season since Wright posted 18 in 1993-94.

e Tyson ranked 11th in the nation in double-doubles and is second
in the ACC. He's first in defensive rebounding per game (8.26) and
second nationally. His 325 rebounds are fourth in the league and 18th
nationally.

e The Monroe, N.C. native became just the 17th player in Clemson
history to eclipse 1,000 points and 600 rebounds in a career. In
Clemson’s win over the Wolfpack (Feb. 25), Tyson became the all-time
games played leader in Clemson history (136).

PJ HALL EARLY GAME ACTION WITH HORNETS

e PJ Hall had consecutive double figure scoring games on Jan 3 and
5. That included a 13-point performance on 5-for-6 shooting in the
Hornets' 27-point win at defending NBA Champion Oklahoma City on
Jan. 5.

e Hall saw action in two games to start with the Hornets. Hall played
nine minutes at Orlando on Dec. 26 and scored seven points with four
rebounds and one steal in a 120-105 win.

e On Monday, Dec. 29, Hall played a career-high 16 minutes and
finished with three points and two rebounds in a 123-113 loss to
Milwaukee.

PJ HALL SIGNS TWO-WAY CONTRACT WITH CHARLOTTE HORNETS
e December 24, 2025 — Charlotte Hornets President of Basketball
Operations Jeff Peterson announced today that the team has signed
center PJ Hall to a Two-Way contract.

e Hall averaged 9.2 points, 5.6 rebounds, 1.0 assists and 1.6 blocks
in 13.7 minutes per game across five appearances during Charlotte’s
2025 Summer League Championship run before signing a Two-Way
contract with the Memphis Grizzlies on July 20, 2025. He averaged
1.9 points and 1.3 rebounds per game, making seven appearances
with Memphis. Hall's G League player rights were acquired by the
Greenshoro Swarm on Nov. 20, 2025, and he has averaged 13.7 points
(.607 FG%, .258 3P%, .727 FT%), 9.3 rebounds, 2.4 assists and 1.5
blocks in 27.2 minutes per game across 11 outings with the Swarm this
season.

e A native of Spartanburg, S.C. and alumnus of Dorman High School
in Roebuck, S.C, Hall was a two-time All-ACC selection in four collegiate
seasons at Clemson University and was named NCAA Tournament All-
Region in 2023-24. He signed a Two-Way contract with the Denver
Nuggets on July 10, 2024, and averaged 1.7 points and 1.2 rebounds
in 19 appearances as a rookie in 2024-25.

PJHALL SIGNED TWO-WAY CONTRACT WITH MEMPHIS GRIZZLIES
o PJHall completed his first season in the NBA on a two-way contract
with the Denver Nuggets in 2024-25.

e Hall shined in the 2025 NBA Summer League with the Charlotte
Hornets and earned a two-way contract with Memphis.

e In Hall's first season, he appeared in 19 games for Denver and
averaged 1.7 points per game and 1.2 rebounds per contest.

e He shined in the G League with the Grand Rapids Gold, appearing in
13 games and averaging 19.2 points, 12.5 rebounds, 1.8 assists, 1.1
blocks and 0.8 steals in 31.4 minutes per game.

o PJHall scored his first career points on 11/23/24 at the Los Angeles
Lakers. The Nuggets won 127-102.

e Hall played three minutes and finished with two points which came
on a reverse dunk.

e Hall has seen time in five games this season for Denver. He scored
again against the Atlanta Hawks on 12/8/24 in three minutes of action.
He scored on a layup assisted by former roommate and Clemson
teammate Hunter Tyson.

PJ HALL SIGNED FIRST TWO-WAY CONTRACT WITH DENVER
NUGGETS

e PJHall (Spartanburg, S.C./Dorman) agreed to terms with the Denver
Nuggets. Hall will join Hunter Tyson (Monroe, N.C./Piedmont) in Denver
after Tyson spent his rookie season with the Nuggets in 2023-24.

e Hall was an All-ACC First Team selection as a senior after being
named to the Third Team as a junior. He was an AP All-American
Honorable Mention and was named to the NCAA All-West Region Team,
NABC All-District First Team, a finalist for the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar
Award (nation’s best center) and the Oscar Robertson Trophy All-
America Watch List in 2024.

e Hallfinished with 659 points this year in 36 games, an 18.3 average
per game. He set the school record for points in a season. The existing
record was 651 points by Horace Grant in 1986-87 and Bill Yarborough
in 1954-55.

e He posted fourteen 20-point games this season and has scored in
double-figures 35 times. Hall totaled seven double-doubles and netted
one 30-point game, which was a career high 31 points and 17 rebounds
against Georgia Tech (Jan. 16).

e Hallfinished fourth in the ACC in scoring with 18.3 points per game,
while ranking 15th in rebounding (6.4 per game). He shot at a very high
clip this past season, ninth in the league (48.8 percent). Defensively,
Hall was fourth in the ACC blocks per game (1.42) and had 51 blocked
shots.

e He finished seventh on Clemson’s all-time scoring list (1,702
points). He is just the fourth Tiger to amass 1,700 points, 600 rebounds
and 100 blocks in a career (Trevor Booker, Elden Campbell and Dale
Davis).

e Hall is seventh in career points (1,702), 15th in scoring average
(14.20), 22nd in rebounds (634) and seventh in field goals made (641).
o He finished with five NCAA Tournament games played in his career.
He averaged 11.2 points and added 19 rebounds, three assists, two
blocks and a steal.

e Fox has moved into a role in the Phoenix organization where he
began working prior to the 2024 season.

o Greg Buckner (1994-98) has served on an NBA coaching staff
since 2017. He started as an assistant for the Memphis Grizzlies from
2017-19 and had been with the Cleveland Cavaliers since 2020.

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e Buckner was hired by the Milwaukee Bucks in the offseason as an
assistant coach beginning in 2024-25.

DILLON HUNTER OFFENSIVE IMPROVEMENT

e Dillon Hunter has taken advantage of his increase in playing
time this year. He has seen his offensive data improve in just about
every area. That is especially the case when it comes to shooting the
basketball from everywhere on the court.

e Asyou can see by the chart below, his career field goal percentage
entering this year was 37.9 percentage and is at 47.2 percent this year.
In terms of 3-point shooting he has gone from 27.3 percentage to 39.1
and from the foul line he has gone from a 56.2 percent shooter to 77.5
this year.

o Entering this year Hunter scored in double figures in just five of 99
games. He has scored in double figures in eight of the first 22 games
this year, including a team-best 15 in the recent win over Mercer and
16 in the win over Georgia.

NICK DAVIDSON SCORES 21 STRAIGHT POINTS IN WIN OVER
BOSTON COLEGE

e Clemson senior Nick Davidson scored 21 points in a row during a
9:28 span in the first half of the Tigers win over Boston College on Jan.
13 at Littlejohn Coliseum. He personally outscored Boston College 21-
9, as the Tigers went from down 15-11 to up 32-24 with his heroics.

e Davidson finished the half with 21 points and finished the game with
a season-high 25, just one off his collegiate high of 26. He made four
3-point goals during the run, which tied his career high for 3-point shots
made in a game.

e Davidson’s 21 consecutive points are the most on record for a
Clemson player. Clemson media guides have recorded that statistic in
its miscellaneous stats report since the 1987-88 season. Since that
year the previous best was 17 in a row by Hunter Tyson vs. NC State at
Clemson on December 30, 2022.

e Since 1987-88 Davidson’s run was the fifth of 15 points or more.

HISTORY REPEATS FOR BUCKNER FAMILY

e Ace Buckner had 19 points and seven rebounds to lead Clemson
to a 68-61 win over South Carolina on Dec. 16, 2025. It was Buckner’s
career-high in scoring with 19 points and added seven rebounds to lead
Clemson in both categories.

o |t marked the first time the same Clemson player led the Tigers in
those categories in the same game this year.

e But it was not the first time a member of the Buckner family had led
Clemson in scoring with 19 points in a game against the Gamecocks.
On December 17, 1996, Ace’s dad, Greg Buckner, led the Tigers with
19 points and added eight rebounds in a victory over the Gamecocks in
Columbia.

e In fact, Ace’s 19 points were the third time a member of the
Buckner family scored exactly 19 points in a win over South Carolina.
Greg Buckner also had 19 points and 11 rebounds as a freshman in
a Clemson victory at South Carolina on December 8, 1994. Greg
didn’t lead the Tigers in scoring that night, as Devin Gray had 22, but
Buckner's 11 rebounds did lead the Tigers.

e With the Clemson victory this year, the Buckner family is now 5-0
against South Carolina when a Buckner is on the court (Ace redshirted
2024-25 and did not play against South Carolina).

ACE BUCKNER SHINES IN CLEMSON DEBUT

e Buckner finished with 18 points, three rebounds, two assists and
one blocked shot. Buckner outscored his father, Greg Buckner (1994-
98), who posted 10 points, nine assists and five rebounds in his debut
on Nov. 29, 1994 against Charleston Southern.

o He finished 6-for-7 from the floor and 6-for-7 from the free throw
line in the game.

TRENT STEINOUR PLAYS IN FIRST GAME AT CLEMSON

e Trent Steinour made his Clemson debut against New Hampshire on
Nov. 3, 2025. He scored two points and grabbed two rebounds in the
88-38 victory.

e Steinour is the grandson of Littlejohn Legend and former Clemson
big man Randy Mahaffey who played for the Tigers from 1964-67.

e Mahaffey was one of four to suit up for the Tigers: Tom Mahaffey
(1959-62), Donnie Mahaffey (1961-64) and Richie Mahaffey (1966-
70).

e Randy was a two-time All-ACC player, earning Second Team honors
in 1965 and First Team honors in 1967.

e In1966-67, Randy's last year at Clemson, he averaged 16.8 points
and 9.0 rebounds per game. He was also an All-ACC Tournament team
memeber in 1967.

e Randy was selected 16th overall in the second round of the NBA
Draft in 1967 by the Los Angeles Lakers. He later spent his career
playing in the ABA for the Kentucky Colonels (1967-68), New York
Nets (1968-69) and Carolina Cougars (1969-71). He played 321 total
games and scored 11.9 points per contest, while adding 8.0 rebounds
per game.

-- ELDEN CAMPBELL (1968-2025) --

FORMER CLEMSON ALL-AMERICAN ELDEN CAMPBELL PASSES

Elden Campbell, Clemson’s all-time leading scorer and three-time
All-ACC player, died on Monday, December 1. He was 57 years old.

Campbell came to Clemson as a freshman in 1986-87 and helped
the Tigers to a 25-6 record and the NCAA tournament as Horace Grant's
backup center. As a sophomore he stepped into the starting lineup and
averaged a career best 18.8 points per game and was a Third Team All-
ACC selection. As a junior in 1988-89 he was a Second Team All-ACC
choice and averaged a team-best 17.5 points per game for Clemson’s
NCAA Tournament team.

As a senior in 1989-90, he teamed with Dale Davis to give Clemson
one of the top frontcourt combinations in college basketball. Both were
named honorable mention All-American by the Associated Press, the
only time Clemson has had two All-Americans on the same team.

Campbell led the 1989-90 Tigers in scoring with a 16.4 average.
Clemson won the ACC regular season championship for the only time in
school history, finished with a 26-9 record and advanced to the Sweet
16 of the NCAA Tournament.

Campbell finished his Clemson career with 1,880 points, a record
that still stands 35 years after he played his last game. He is still first
in career made field goals (754), tied for first in career double figure
scoring games (97), second in blocked shots (334), third in 20-point
scoring games (34), seventh in made free throws (369) and eighth in
career rebounds (836).

“l am deeply saddened to learn of Elden Campbell’s passing,” said
Cliff Ellis, Campbell’s head coach at Clemson. “Elden was a great player
for four years, especially in 1989-90 when he was a major reason we
won Clemson’s only ACC regular season championship. He went on to a
15-year career in the NBA and won a World Championship.”

“But most of all, Elden was an outstanding, giving person. This

is a sad day for the Clemson family. Elden loved Clemson, he came
back and supported the program after he retired. He exemplified what
Clemson was all about.”

Campbell was the first-round draft choice, the 27th overall
selection, of the Los Angeles Lakers in the 1990 NBA draft. He played
for the Lakers for nine years and is still third in Lakers history in blocked
shots, trailing only Kareem Abdul-Jabbar and Shaquille O'Neal. He
played in the NBA FInals for the Lakers against the Bulls his rookie year.

Campbell went on to play 15 total seasons in the NBA. He played
four years with the Charlotte Hornets, then played for the Detroit
Pistons for two seasons, including the Pistons World Championship
team of 2003-04. Campbell retired at the end of the 2004-05 season.
He finished with 10,805 points and 6,116 rebounds and 1,602 blocked
shots.
