»	 CLEMSON'S HISTORICAL ROAD ACC WIN STREAK OF 14: Clemson 
won its 14th-straight ACC road game at California on Feb. 7 by a score of 
77-55.
•	 Dating back to 2024-25, Clemson had won 14 in a row on the road in 
the ACC. The streak was snapped on Feb. 14 at No. 4 Duke by a 67-54 final 
score.
•	 The streak was the second-longest in ACC history and was the longest 
streak of its kind in the last 25 years in the ACC.
•	 Clemson's 15-3 (.833) road record in conference play over the last two 
seasons is second in the league to Duke's 15-2 mark.

»	 NEW LOOK TIGERS: Clemson underwent its largest roster turnover 
under Brad Brownell this past offseason that saw the graduations of Chase 
Hunter, Ian Schieffelin, Viktor Lakhin, Jaeden Zackery, Matt Kelly, Daniel 
Nauseef and Andrew Latiff. While seven exhausted eligiblity, six entered 
the transfer portal. Dillon Hunter, Dallas Thomas and Ace Buckner are the 
stayovers from last year's roster.
•	 Clemson was active in the transfer portal, adding talent from all 
over the country, including Nick Davidson (Nevada), Carter Welling 
(Utah Valley), RJ Godfrey (Georgia), Jake Wahlin (Utah), Butta Johnson 
(UAB) and Jestin Porter (Middle Tennessee State). In addition to these 
six, Clemson will also boast a freshmen class of four: Zac Foster, Chase 
Thompson, Trent Steinour and Blake Davidson.
•	 Godfrey returns to Clemson after spending a year away from the 
program at Georgia. He was recruited by Brownell out of high school and 
played his first two seasons in Tigertown, including helping the Tigers to 
the Elite Eight in 2023-24.
•	 Godfrey on returning to play for Coach Brownell: "His philosophies 
have helped me just in life. It's something I took for granted my first two 
years here ... I'm so grateful I have the opportunity to play for Clemson 
again."
•	 Coach Brownell on the team this season: “Be patient. I think we’re 
going to be exciting and fun to watch. The strength of our team is the 
TEAM. It’s our depth.”

»	 WINNING WAYS: Clemson has won 94 games over the last four 
seasons (2022-26), including two trips to the NCAA Tournament and the 
school's second Elite Eight appearance.
•	 The Tigers are 53-21 overall in the ACC over the same time period, the 
second-most wins in the ACC behind Duke.
•	 Clemson's 94-37 record for the last four years is the most wins in 
Clemson history over a four-year period. The previous mark was a 93-41 
mark between 2006-07 and 2009-10.
•	 The record was broken with a road win at California (Feb. 7). It also 
clinched just the second era that Clemson has won at least 20 games four 
years in a row. The first five year era was 2006-07 to 2010-11. 

•	 The Tigers won a school record 27 games in 2024-25, including 
wins over AP Top 5 Kentucky and Duke. Clemson finished 18-2 in the 
ACC – the most conference wins in school history, including a record 
15 by double-digits (third-most in ACC history). The Tigers finished 9-1 
on the road in league play, four more ACC road wins than any previous 
season.
•	 Since 2017-18, the Tigers are fourth in the ACC in wins (188) and 
fourth in league wins (100).

»	 RESPECTED PROGRAM: Clemson has garnered the respect of 
fellow coaches and media across the country for how Head Coach Brad 
Brownell has built his program and the success the Tigers have had over 
the last eight seasons, including their player development.

•	 With the victory at California, Brad Brownell now has 56 ACC road 
wins in his career, most in Clemson history. The program has 132 ACC 
road wins in its history, so Brownell has 42.4 percent of Clemson’s ACC 
road wins all time.
•	 Brownell is 56-87 in ACC road games in his Clemson career, a .392 
winning percentage. The Clemson program is 132-402 all-time in ACC 
road wins, a .247 winning percentage.
•	 The Feb. 7 victory at California was Clemson’s 14th consecutive 
ACC road win, the longest streak in Clemson history. The previous best 
was a five-game streak in 1986-87, the first five road games of Horace 
Grant’s senior year.

CLEMSON GOES WEST
•	 Clemson became just the third team in the league over the last two 
seasons to finish 2-0 on its West Coast road trip. The Tigers defeated 
Stanford 66-64 and then California 77-55.
•	 Clemson returns home and lost to Virginia Tech on Feb. 11. Only one 
team in the league has gone 2-0 on the west coast and then won its first 
game back after returning (Duke this season with the advantage of a 
week off).
•	 This is the second season that Stanford and California have been in 
the ACC. The scheduling format calls for the opponents not based on 
the west coast to play the two west coast team on the same trip with 
two days in between.
•	 So far, 15 schools have made the trip to California. Clemson joined 
Wake Forest in 2024-25 and Duke this year, to have swept both 
California schools. Only Duke has won both games in California, then 
won its first game back on the east coast. Duke did have the advantage 
of a week off before playing its first game (vs. Wake Forest) after the 
trip.
•	 The 15 schools to make the trip to California have a 4-11 record in 
their first game after the California trip. All 15 of those games have been 
at home.
•	 Last year the home team was 113-67 in ACC games, a 62.7 percent 
winning mark. It is obvious that the trip to California takes a toll on 
teams when you compare the 26.7 percent winning percentage for the 
first game after the trip, all at home, vs. the 62.7 percent winning mark 
for all league home teams.

•	 Clemson had won 14 straight home games over two years prior to its 
80-76 overtime loss to NC State.  
•	 Over the last 31 home games dating to 2023-24, Clemson is 27-4 
and three of the four losses have been in overtime. In addition to the 
recent Virginia Tech loss, the Tigers lost in overtime to NC State, in 
triple overtime at home to Georgia Tech and to Memphis in overtime 
last year.
•	 During the 2025 calendar year, Clemson lost just one home game, 
the triple overtime contest to the Yellow Jackets.
•	 Clemson is 53-10 at home over the last four seasons. That includes 
a 11-2 mark this season, 15-2 last year, 12-4 in 2023-24 and 15-2 in 
2022-23.
•	 Since 2019-20, Clemson is 4-0 vs. Top 5 teams in Littlejohn 
Coliseum, wins over Duke (twice), Louisville and Kentucky. The Tigers 
also have a win over No. 3 North Carolina on the road during that time 
for a 5-0 record in its last five games vs. Top 5 teams.

BEATING THE BEST IN COLLEGE HISTORY
•	 Clemson and Head Coach Brad Brownell have been on quite a run 
when it comes to defeating the historically best in college basketball 
history. The Tigers have recorded wins over Notre Dame (76-61), 
Cincinnati (68-65) and Syracuse (64-61) this season, while falling at 
No. 4 Duke 67-54. All four have been away from home. Syracuse is the 
seventh winningest program in college history, Notre Dame is eighth 
and Cincinnati is 12th.
•	 Clemson’s win over Syracuse was the Orange’s 1000th loss in 
history.
•	 Over the last two years Clemson is 8-1 against the top 12 winningest 
programs in college basketball history. That includes a 5-0 record last 
year when Clemson beat Kentucky (#1), North Carolina (#3), Duke 
(#4), Syracuse (#7) and Notre Dame (#8).  
•	 Clemson’s next opportunity against a top 12 program will come 
March 3 at North Carolina.

season and it is 18-2 in those games.
•	 The Tigers scored a season-high 52 points in the paint in a 97-59 
win over Gardner-Webb and have eclipsed the 50-point plateau twice. 
They scored 50 in a loss at Alabama.
•	 In ACC play, the Tigers are averaging 31.0 points per game in the 
paint (434 paint points). Clemson's highest mark in an ACC contest was 
46 in a 64-61 win at Syracuse.

CLEMSON STARTED ACC PLAY 6-0
•	 Clemson got off to a 6-0 start in the ACC, the second best league 
start in school history. The Tigers started 7-0 in 2022-23.  Clemson also 
started 5-0 in 1986-87 and 1996-97.    
•	 Clemson started 4-0 in the ACC last year before suffering a 10-point 
loss at Louisville, one of just two league losses for Clemson a year ago. 
Combined with this year, this is the first time Clemson has started at 
least 4-0 in the league in consecutive seasons.
•	 Note that Clemson has gotten off to a 4-0 or better league start five 
times and Brad Brownell has been the coach in three of those seasons.

PLAYING FIRST TWO ACC GAMES ON THE ROAD
•	 This marks the 19th time in history Clemson has played each of its 
first two ACC games on the road. The previous 18 seasons that has been 
the case, Clemson has never won its first two league games.
•	 The Tigers beat Syracuse at Syracuse on Dec. 31 by a score of 64-
61 and completed the 2-0 trip with a 73-68 win at Pittsburgh on Jan. 3.
•	 It's the first time in program history that Clemson has won its first 
two league games, both on the road.

SEASONS CLEMSON HAS WON FIRST TWO ACC ROAD GAMES
•	 When it comes winning each of its first two ACC games on the road, 
Clemson has done it six times. In those seasons Clemson played a home 
ACC game to start its league schedule.
•	 Clemson won its first five ACC road games in 1986-87, Horace 
Grant’s senior year. 
•	 The Tigers won their first three league road games in 1996-97 
under Rick Barnes, and won the first three ACC road games under 
Brad Brownell in 2022-23. Clemson won its first seven league games 
regardless of site to open that year, the best start to a league schedule 
in Clemson history.
•	 Clemson also won its first two league road games in 1975-76 and 
2006-07.

TAKING CARE OF BUSINESS IN THE NON-CONFERENCE
•	 Clemson had a 10-3 record in its now completed regular season 
non-conference slate. Included in the resume are wins over Georgia 
(#34 in the NET, the Bulldogs only non-conference loss) and a victory 
over West Virginia in the Charleston Classic. Additionally the team 
posted power conference wins over South Carolina and Cincinnati. 
Clemson’s three losses are to power basketball conference teams 
Georgetown, Alabama and BYU. All three loses were away from home 
and three of the four wins were away from home.
•	 This year’s Clemson team accomplished two things in the non-
conference part of the schedule that all 15 previous Clemson NCAA

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Tournament teams have also accomplished – having a winning record 
in regular season tournament play and having three losses or less in 
regular season non-conference slate. 
•	 As you can see by the chart below, no Clemson team with four 
or more non-conference losses in the regular season has made the 
NCAA tournament. The only NCAA Tournament team that didn’t have a 
winning record in regular season tournament games was the 1995-96 
team that didn’t play any regular season tournament games.

SIX DOUBLE-DIGIT SCORERS TWICE THIS SEASON
•	 Clemson posted six double-digit scorers against Cincinnati on Dec. 
21 and against Georgia in the championship game of the Charleston 
Classic (Nov. 23). The game against Georgia was the first time since 
Dec. 14, 2021 against Miami (Oh.).
•	 Against Cincinnati, Clemson had Carter Welling and Ace Buckner 
(12), Jestin Porter (11) and RJ Godfrey, Dillon Hunter and Nick 
Davidson (10).
•	 The Tigers were led by tournament MVP Jestin Porter (18) against 
Georgia, while Dillon Hunter (16), Butta Johnson (13), RJ Godfrey (12), 
Carter Welling (11) and Zac Foster (11) rounded out the double-digit 
scorers.
•	 Alex Hemenway (17), David Collins (14), Hunter Tyson (13), Al-
Amir Dawes (13), PJ Hall (13) and Naz Bohannon (10) rounded out the 
scoring for Clemson against the Redhawks in 2021.
•	 Prior to 2021, it had not been accomplished since Nov. 6, 2018 
against The Citadel in a 100-80 win. Marcquise Reed (20), Shelton 
Mitchell (16), Aamir Simms (16), Elijah Thomas (15), Clyde Trapp (13) 
and David Skara (11). 
•	 The last time that Clemson accomplished this feat against a high 
major opponent was March 12, 2009 in a 86-81 loss to Georgia Tech in 
the Georgia Dome. The Tigers were led by Trevor Booker (17), Terrence 
Oglesby (11), K.C. Rivers (11), Demontez Stitt (11), Raymond Sykes 
(11) and Tanner Smith (10).

CLEMSON BASKETBALL HAS HAD SIGNIFICANT MOMENTS IN 
GREENVILLE
•	 In basketball Clemson played its first game of basketball in 
Greenville. On February 9, 1912, Clemson defeated Furman 46-12 and 
later in the day defeated Butler Guards, 78-6. Against Butler Guards, 
James Erwin scored 58 points, still a single-game record by a Clemson 
player for most points scored.
•	 Clemson used to play in an annual tournament called the Poinsettia 
Classic at the Greenville Memorial Auditorium. Furman and Clemson 
both would play in a four-team tournament during the Holidays in 
December. The Tigers participated in this classic eight times during the 
1960s and early 1970s.
•	 In 1998-99 Furman and Illinois played the Tigers in a pair of neutral 
games at Bon Secours. The Tigers also faced Furman a year later.  
Clemson also played Central Florida, Wisconsin-Green Bay and Oregon 
State at Bon Secours in the SoCon Holiday Hoops Tournament during 
the 1999-2000 season.
•	 The last time Clemson played at Bon Secours Wellness Arena in

•	 Reynolds is a 6-5, 175-pound four-star guard who ranks as the 
No. 114 player nationally and sixth-highest rated player in Georgia by 
247Sports. On3 ranks Reynolds No. 111.
•	 “Harris is a combo guard with elite athleticism and great size for 
his position. He’s a smart, hard-working player who just keeps getting 
better and better. He has the ability to create shots for himself and 
others and is an exciting player our fans will truly enjoy watching.”
•	 He played just six games as a junior due to injury, but averaged 
12.2 points, 2.5 assists and 4.8 rebounds per game. As a sophomore 
he posted 13.4 points, 1.8 assists and 3.8 rebounds, while shooting 
nearly 47 percent from the floor and 33 percent from three. He added 
35 steals and 15 blocks.
•	 He chose Clemson over Virginia Tech, Texas A&M, Saint Louis, 
South Florida and VCU.
•	 Stevens is a 6-10, 225-pound four-star center who ranks as the 
top prospect in North Carolina according to On3. He is the third-best 
prospect in N.C. according to 247sports. 
•	 “Will is a highly skilled post player who will fit very well into our 
system. I love his ability to shoot, dribble and pass out of the high 
post. I feel like he will be a matchup problem for opponents as he gains 
strength throughout his career.”
•	 On the AAU circuit, Stevens averaged 13.0 points and 7.0 rebounds 
while shooting 40 percent from three. As a junior at Davidson Day, 
Stevens averaged 11.2 points, 6.0 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 2.0 blocks 
per game. He shot 55 percent from the field and 40 percent from three. 
His father played baseball at Presbyterian, while his mother played 
basketball at Texas Tech.
•	 He chose Clemson over Vanderbilt, South Carolina and St. Mary’s.
•	 James is a 6-6, 190-pound guard from Marietta Ga. He helped lead 
Wheeler to a 6A state title in Georgia last season. He averaged 13.0 
points per game as a junior at Wheeler last season. He added 4.4 
rebounds and 37 total assists, while shooting 41.5 percent from the 
field, 36.0 percent from three and 77.0 percent from the line.
•	 James was the team’s most improved player from a 29-3 state 
championship team.
•	 “Amare is a versatile wing who has the ability to be a two-way player 
in time. I love his work ethic, and his competitiveness will be a great 
addition to our team. I’m eager to see how he develops within our 
program.”
•	 His father played basketball at Evansville from 1996-00 for Jim 
Crews. Coach Brownell worked for Crews at Evansville in 1991-92. 
James’ mother played tennis at Southern Indiana from 1999-01.

•	 Clemson has a storied history of recruiting the state of Georgia 
extremely well and Brad Brownell has continued that success during 
his tenure in Clemson, including this 2026 recruiting class with Harris 
Reynolds (Atlanta, Ga./St. Pius X Catholic).
•	 There are three players on the current roster from the state of 
Georgia: Dillon Hunter (Atlanta, Ga./Westlake), RJ Godfrey (Suwanee, 
Ga./North Gwinnett) and Zac Foster (Atlanta, Ga./Woodward Academy).

since 2017. He started as an assistant for the Memphis Grizzlies from 
2017-19 and had been with the Cleveland Cavaliers since 2020. While 
in Cleveland, Buckner was promoted from assistant to associate head

•	 Dillon Hunter has taken advantage of his increase in playing 
time this year. He has seen his offensive data improve in just about 
every area. That is especially the case when it comes to shooting the 
basketball from everywhere on the court.  
•	 As you can see by the chart below, his career field goal percentage 
entering this year was 37.9 percentage and is at 44.0 percent this year.

Chicago Bulls about winning the award. “I think it proved that if you 
work hard, good things come to you. At the time, it didn’t mean a great 
deal to me. But after the fact, it means a lot because no Clemson player 
had ever done that.”
	 Grant was a first-round pick of the Chicago Bulls, 10th pick overall 
of 1987 draft.   He was the winner of Clemson’s Frank Howard Award 
and IPTAY Athlete-of-the-Year for 1987. He won three NBA World 
Championships with the Bulls and was the first former Clemson player 
to win an NBA World Championship ring. He finished his career with 
four World Championship Rings, also winning one with the Los Angeles 
Lakers.
	 He signed a free-agent contract with Orlando Magic in the summer 
of 1994, he helped the team to the NBA finals in 1995. Grant was a 
four-time NBA All-Defensive team (second-team) pick, 1993-96. He 
was a veteran of 170 career playoff games.  He was inducted into the 
Clemson Hall of Fame in 1999 and the state of South Carolina Athletic

HUNTER TYSON COMPLETES SECOND NBA SEASON WITH 
NUGGETS, PREPARES FOR YEAR THREE
•	 Hunter Tyson finished his second NBA season in 2024-25 and 
played 51 games, including two starts.
•	 Tyson averaged 2.6 points and 1.5 rebounds mostly off the bench 
for the Nuggets, who advanced to the Western Conference Semifinals 
against the Minnesota Timberwolves.
•	 His first career start came on March 17, 2025 at Golden State. He 
finished with nine points and seven rebounds in just under 20 minutes 
of action. He was 4-9 from the field, 1-4 from three and 3-5 at the foul 
line.
•	 Hunter Tyson made his NBA debut against the Oklahoma City 
Thunder on Oct. 29, 2023. Tyson played three minutes and grabbed 
one rebound.
•	 Tyson scored his first career NBA points at the Minnesota 
Timberwolves on November 1. He played a season-high four minutes 
and finished 1-for-2 from the field with his first basket coming on a 
dunk. He also added a rebound.
•	 Hunter Tyson played in 18 games during his rookie season for the 
Denver Nuggets, averaging 2.7 minutes per contest.
•	 He scored 20 points, grabbed nine rebounds and totaled two assists 
and one steal.

HUNTER TYSON DRAFTED 37TH OVERALL BY DENVER NUGGETS 
IN 2023 NBA DRAFT
•	 Tyson was selected 37th overall by the Oklahoma City Thunder in 
the second round of the 2023 NBA Draft on June 22. The pick was 
made by the Denver Nuggets as part of a previously agreed upon trade.
•	 Tyson was selected the highest in the NBA Draft by a Tigers since 
K.J. McDaniels was picked 32nd by the Philadelphia 76ers in 2014. He 
was the first Tiger selected since Jaron Blossomgame in the 2017 NBA 
Draft (59th overall).
•	 Tyson earned his first career All-ACC honor last season and was 
named to the All-ACC First Team for his performance in 2022-23. Tyson 
put together a career year this past season season. 
•	 He averaged a team-best 15.3 points and 9.6 rebounds per game 
while shooting 47.9 percent from the floor, 40.5 percent from three and 
83.8 percent at the free throw line. In league play, he was even better. 
He averaged 16.4 points and 9.9 rebounds while shooting 50.5 percent 
and 84.3 percent at the charity stripe.
•	 He was named the 2023 ACC Skip Prosser Scholar-Athlete of the 
Year for his work on the court and in the classroom.
•	 Tyson became the 44th player in Clemson history to amass 1,000 
career points and has since moved into the top 40 all time. He was 
named to the 2023 Naismith Hall of Fame Karl Malone Award Top 10 
and the 2023 USBWA Oscar Robertson Trophy Award Midseason Watch 
List.
•	 He collected 16 double-doubles which tied him for eighth all-time in 
Clemson history for a single season with Sharone Wright (1992-93). It 
is the most in a season since Wright posted 18 in 1993-94.
•	 Tyson ranked 11th in the nation in double-doubles and is second 
in the ACC. He’s first in defensive rebounding per game (8.26) and 
second nationally. His 325 rebounds are fourth in the league and 18th 
nationally.
•	 The Monroe, N.C. native became just the 17th player in Clemson 
history to eclipse 1,000 points and 600 rebounds in a career. In 
Clemson’s win over the Wolfpack (Feb. 25), Tyson became the all-time 

games played leader in Clemson history (136).

PJ HALL TOTALS FIRST CAREER DOUBLE-DOUBLE IN THE NBA
•	 PJ Hall played 17 minutes in the Charlotte Hornets' home game 
against the Atlanta Hawks and collected his first double-double as an 
NBA player.
•	 Hall finished with 11 points and 10 rebounds, while also tallying one 
steal. He finished 3-for-7 from the floor and 5-for-5 from the free throw 
line. Four of his 10 rebounds came on the offensive glass.

PJ HALL EARLY GAME ACTION WITH HORNETS
•	 PJ Hall had consecutive double figure scoring games on Jan 3 and 
5.  That included a 13-point performance on 5-for-6 shooting in the 
Hornets' 27-point win at defending NBA Champion Oklahoma City on 
Jan. 5.
•	 Hall saw action in two games to start with the Hornets. Hall played 
nine minutes at Orlando on Dec. 26 and scored seven points with four 
rebounds and one steal in a 120-105 win.
•	 On Monday, Dec. 29, Hall played a career-high 16 minutes and 
finished with three points and two rebounds in a 123-113 loss to 
Milwaukee.

PJ HALL SIGNS TWO-WAY CONTRACT WITH CHARLOTTE HORNETS
•	 December 24, 2025 – Charlotte Hornets President of Basketball 
Operations Jeff Peterson announced today that the team has signed 
center PJ Hall to a Two-Way contract.
•	 Hall averaged 9.2 points, 5.6 rebounds, 1.0 assists and 1.6 blocks 
in 13.7 minutes per game across five appearances during Charlotte’s 
2025 Summer League Championship run before signing a Two-Way 
contract with the Memphis Grizzlies on July 20, 2025. He averaged 
1.9 points and 1.3 rebounds per game, making seven appearances 
with Memphis. Hall’s G League player rights were acquired by the 
Greensboro Swarm on Nov. 20, 2025, and he has averaged 13.7 points 
(.607 FG%, .258 3P%, .727 FT%), 9.3 rebounds, 2.4 assists and 1.5 
blocks in 27.2 minutes per game across 11 outings with the Swarm this 
season.
•	 A native of Spartanburg, S.C. and alumnus of Dorman High School 
in Roebuck, S.C, Hall was a two-time All-ACC selection in four collegiate 
seasons at Clemson University and was named NCAA Tournament All-
Region in 2023-24. He signed a Two-Way contract with the Denver 
Nuggets on July 10, 2024, and averaged 1.7 points and 1.2 rebounds 
in 19 appearances as a rookie in 2024-25.
•	 Hall was an All-ACC First Team selection as a senior after being 
named to the Third Team as a junior. He was an AP All-American 
Honorable Mention and was named to the NCAA All-West Region Team, 
NABC All-District First Team, a finalist for the Kareem Abdul-Jabbar 
Award (nation’s best center) and the Oscar Robertson Trophy All-
America Watch List in 2024.
•	 Hall finished with 659 points this year in 36 games, an 18.3 average 
per game. He set the school record for points in a season. The existing 
record was 651 points by Horace Grant in 1986-87 and Bill Yarborough 
in 1954-55.
•	 He posted fourteen 20-point games this season and has scored in 
double-figures 35 times. Hall totaled seven double-doubles and netted 
one 30-point game, which was a career high 31 points and 17 rebounds 
against Georgia Tech (Jan. 16).
•	 Hall finished fourth in the ACC in scoring with 18.3 points per game, 
while ranking 15th in rebounding (6.4 per game). He shot at a very high 
clip this past season, ninth in the league (48.8 percent). Defensively, 
Hall was fourth in the ACC blocks per game (1.42) and had 51 blocked 
shots.
•	 He finished seventh on Clemson’s all-time scoring list (1,702 
points). He is just the fourth Tiger to amass 1,700 points, 600 rebounds 
and 100 blocks in a career (Trevor Booker, Elden Campbell and Dale 
Davis).
•	 Hall is seventh in career points (1,702), 15th in scoring average 
(14.20), 22nd in rebounds (634) and seventh in field goals made (641).
•	 He finished with five NCAA Tournament games played in his career. 
He averaged 11.2 points and added 19 rebounds, three assists, two 
blocks and a steal.

•	 Ace Buckner had 19 points and seven rebounds to lead Clemson 
to a 68-61 win over South Carolina on Dec. 16, 2025. It was Buckner’s 
career-high in scoring with 19 points and added seven rebounds to lead 
Clemson in both categories. 
•	 It marked the first time the same Clemson player led the Tigers in 
those categories in the same game this year.
•	 But it was not the first time a member of the Buckner family had led 
Clemson in scoring with 19 points in a game against the Gamecocks.  
On December 17, 1996, Ace’s dad, Greg Buckner, led the Tigers with 
19 points and added eight rebounds  in a victory over the Gamecocks in 
Columbia.
•	 In fact, Ace’s 19 points were the third time a member of the 
Buckner family scored exactly 19 points in a win over South Carolina.   
Greg Buckner also had 19 points and 11 rebounds as a freshman in 
a Clemson victory at South Carolina on December 8, 1994. Greg 
didn’t lead the Tigers in scoring that night, as Devin Gray had 22, but 
Buckner’s 11 rebounds did lead the Tigers.
•	 With the Clemson victory this year, the Buckner family is now 5-0 
against South Carolina when a Buckner is on the court (Ace redshirted 
2024-25 and did not play against South Carolina).

ACE BUCKNER SHINES IN CLEMSON DEBUT
•	 Buckner finished with 18 points, three rebounds, two assists and 
one blocked shot. Buckner outscored his father, Greg Buckner (1994-
98), who posted 10 points, nine assists and five rebounds in his debut 
on Nov. 29, 1994 against Charleston Southern.
•	 He finished 6-for-7 from the floor and 6-for-7 from the free throw 
line in the game.
•	 After redshirting, Buckner was ready for the opener against

9, as the Tigers went from down 15-11 to up 32-24 with his heroics.
•	 Davidson finished the half with 21 points and finished the game with 
a season-high 25, just one off his collegiate high of 26. He made four 
3-point goals during the run, which tied his career high for 3-point shots 
made in a game.
•	 Davidson’s 21 consecutive points are the most on record for a 
Clemson player. Clemson media guides have recorded that statistic in 
its miscellaneous stats report since the 1987-88 season. Since that 
year the previous best was 17 in a row by Hunter Tyson vs. NC State at 
Clemson on December 30, 2022.
•	 Since 1987-88 Davidson’s run was the fifth of 15 points or more.

New Hampshire. “I was very excited [to play tonight],” Buckner said 
postgame. “Last year was long. I was happy to see my guys win and be 
a part of that.”

TRENT STEINOUR PLAYS IN FIRST GAME AT CLEMSON
•	 Trent Steinour made his Clemson debut against New Hampshire on 
Nov. 3, 2025. He scored two points and grabbed two rebounds in the 
88-38 victory.
•	 Steinour is the grandson of Littlejohn Legend and former Clemson 
big man Randy Mahaffey who played for the Tigers from 1964-67.
•	 Mahaffey was one of four to suit up for the Tigers: Tom Mahaffey 
(1959-62), Donnie Mahaffey (1961-64) and Richie Mahaffey (1966-
70).
•	 Randy was a two-time All-ACC player, earning Second Team honors 
in 1965 and First Team honors in 1967.
•	 In 1966-67, Randy's last year at Clemson, he averaged 16.8 points 
and 9.0 rebounds per game. He was also an All-ACC Tournament team 
memeber in 1967.
•	 Randy was selected 16th overall in the second round of the NBA 
Draft in 1967 by the Los Angeles Lakers. He later spent his career 
playing in the ABA for the Kentucky Colonels (1967-68), New York 
Nets (1968-69) and Carolina Cougars (1969-71). He played 321 total 
games and scored 11.9 points per contest, while adding 8.0 rebounds 
per game.

-- ELDEN CAMPBELL (1968-2025) --

FORMER CLEMSON ALL-AMERICAN ELDEN CAMPBELL PASSES
	 Elden Campbell, Clemson’s all-time leading scorer and three-time 
All-ACC player, died on Monday, December 1. He was 57 years old.
	 Campbell came to Clemson as a freshman in 1986-87 and helped 
the Tigers to a 25-6 record and the NCAA tournament as Horace Grant’s 
backup center. As a sophomore he stepped into the starting lineup and 
averaged a career best 18.8 points per game and was a Third Team All-
ACC selection. As a junior in 1988-89 he was a Second Team All-ACC 
choice and averaged a team-best 17.5 points per game for Clemson’s 
NCAA Tournament team.
	 As a senior in 1989-90, he teamed with Dale Davis to give Clemson 
one of the top frontcourt combinations in college basketball. Both were 
named honorable mention All-American by the Associated Press, the 
only time Clemson has had two All-Americans on the same team.
	 Campbell led the 1989-90 Tigers in scoring with a 16.4 average. 
Clemson won the ACC regular season championship for the only time in 
school history, finished with a 26-9 record and advanced to the Sweet 
16 of the NCAA Tournament.
	 Campbell finished his Clemson career with 1,880 points, a record 
that still stands 35 years after he played his last game. He is still first 
in career made field goals (754), tied for first in career double figure 
scoring games (97), second in blocked shots (334), third in 20-point 
scoring games (34), seventh in made free throws (369) and eighth in 
career rebounds (836).
	 “I am deeply saddened to learn of Elden Campbell’s passing,” said 
Cliff Ellis, Campbell’s head coach at Clemson. “Elden was a great player 
for four years, especially in 1989-90 when he was a major reason we 
won Clemson’s only ACC regular season championship. He went on to a 
15-year career in the NBA and won a World Championship.”
	 “But most of all, Elden was an outstanding, giving person. This 
is a sad day for the Clemson family.  Elden loved Clemson, he came 
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NOTES
back and supported the program after he retired. He exemplified what 
Clemson was all about.”
	 Campbell was the first-round draft choice, the 27th overall 
selection, of the Los Angeles Lakers in the 1990 NBA draft. He played 
for the Lakers for nine years and is still third in Lakers history in blocked 
shots, trailing only Kareem Abdul-Jabbar and Shaquille O’Neal. He 
played in the NBA FInals for the Lakers against the Bulls his rookie year.
	 Campbell went on to play 15 total seasons in the NBA. He played 
four years with the Charlotte Hornets, then played for the Detroit 
Pistons for two seasons, including the Pistons World Championship 
team of 2003-04. Campbell retired at the end of the 2004-05 season. 
He finished with 10,805 points and 6,116 rebounds and 1,602 blocked 
shots.
