LAST ACTION

Dai Dai Ames scored a career-high 29 points for Cal as it held
off visiting Georgia Tech for a 90-85 win at Haas Pavilion.
The Bears led by as much as 15 before the Yellow Jackets
pulled even, but Cal was able to make the push to victory and
improve to 17-6 overall and 5-5 in ACC competition.

Cal landed eight 3-pointers in the first half of action and
was shooting at an overall 50-percent clip to create space on
visiting Georgia Tech. The Bears led it 43-29 at halftime and
also were ahead on the rebounding front 21-15. The Yellow
Jackets shot 39.4 percent in those first 20 minutes and went
2-0f-17 from 3-point range. Cal suffered from a scoring lull
where the Bears were unable to score from the field for over
seven minutes. The Yellow Jackets edged into the lead and
then the game tied up midway through the second half before
the Bears got back in scoring mode. Cal finished out the game
shooting 46.3 percent overall and was 52.2 percent from
beyond the arc at 12-0f-23. Georgia Tech improved its pace
and ended at 47.9 percent overall with 10 made threes. Cal
won the battle of the boards 40-38.

In addition to Ames’ career count of 29 points, four other
Cal starters hit double digits in the win, with John Camden
tallying 15, Chris Bell at 14, Justin Pippen at 13 and Milos llic
with a season-high 11 to mark the first game of the season
where all five Bear starters scored in double figures. Ames,
Bell and Camden each hit three 3-pointers for Cal. Georgia
Tech also had five double-digit scorers, led by Akai Fleming's
19 points along with Chase Kelley Il (15), Jaeden Mustaf (14),
Kam Craft (14) and Baye Ndongo (10). Ndongo also had a
game-high 12 rebounds for the Yellow Jackets.

NOTABLE:

- With a career-high 29 points, Dai Dai Ames scored in
double figures for a team-best 20th time this season.

» He has also now recorded nine 20-point games as a Bear.
» With 15 points, John Camden scored in double digits for the
17th time this season.

- Camden has now made at least one 3-pointer in 22 of Cal’'s
23 games.

- With 14 points, Chris Bell hit double digits for the 17th time
this season.

- With 13 points, Justin Pippen scored in double figures for
the 19th time this season.

MAGIC IN MIAMI

Cal put in a fierce final four minutes of road work to take
a late lead and then fend off host Miami for a key 86-85
Golden Bear victory over the Hurricanes in Coral Gables. John
Camden finished with a season-high 26 points for Cal, and
Justin Pippen dished out a career-high eight assists to help
the Bears secure the road win.

The lead changed hands six times in the first 11 minutes
of action, with Cal making a 10-0 run that pulled the Bears
into the lead. Cal would stay a step ahead of the Hurricanes
through to halftime, although it was a slim 45-44 margin at
the break. Both teams were shooting well. Miami had the
hotter hand in hitting at a 61-percent clip to Cal’s 55 percent
through the first 20 minutes, and the Hurricanes were ahead
on the boards 15-12 at halftime. The wildness continued
in the second half as the foul count climbed and tension
mounted. Five points from Dai Dai Ames in a 20-second span
gave Cal its first lead since the 18:00 mark of the second half
-- up 82-81 with 3:40 to go. Dhiaukuei Manyiel Dut had a late
block, then the go-ahead bucket for Cal with 57 seconds left,
and the Hurricanes were unable to find an answer. Cal finished
the game shooting 49.1 percent overall with 10 threes made.
Miami shot 56.9 percent overall with four 3-pointers.A total of
65 free throws were shot in the game, with Cal going 24-0f-32
and Miami 23-0f-33 while leading on the boards 32-28.
NOTABLE:

- With a season-high 26 points, John Camden recorded his
seventh 20-point game as a Bear.

- He was 4-of-5 from 3-point range.

- It was Cal’s first-ever game played at Miami.

- It was the first game this season Cal had won after trailing
with 5 minutes to go in regulation.

- Miami’s 33 free throws taken was the most by a Cal
opponent this season, and Cal’s 32 FT attempts was a season
high.

ROAD WIN AT MAPLES

Cal tore off a 10-0 run to turn a three-point game into a
Golden Bear road win over rival Stanford, with John Camden’s
double-double highlighting the 78-66 Cal victory at Maples
Pavilion. Camden hit four of his final five 3-pointers during a
powerful Cal push to wrap the first half, and the game stayed
wild until the very end.

Teams traded hot streaks in the first half, as Stanford took
advantage of a seven-minute Cal cold snap from the floor to
get ahead 29-13.The Bears bit back and blasted into the lead
as they found their scoring touch and hit five 3-pointers in
the last five minutes to take a 38-34 lead at halftime. Cal
was shooting 42.3 percent overall by the break, while Stanford
slumped to 33.3 percent. The Cardinal had the edge on the
boards 19-17 at halftime and finished up just ahead with a
43-41 rebounding advantage. Cal would finish with 10 threes
made and an overall shooting outing of 41.4 percent, well
ahead of Stanford’s final 27.3 percent.

NOTABLE:

- Cal was shooting 16.7 percent from the floor with 6:13 to
go in the half, and then went 8-for-8 the remainder of the half,
including five 3-pointers made.

- John Camden scored a season-high 25 points with a
season-high 10 rebounds to become the first Bear to record a
double-double this season.

RANKED WINS

Cal has beaten two ranked opponents this season — then-No.
18 UCLA (Nov. 24 in San Francisco) and then-No. 14 North
Carolina (Jan. 17 in Berkeley) — to mark the first time since
2016 that the Bears have beaten two ranked teams.

- The win over the Bruins was Cal’s first win over an AP ranked
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opponent since a 76-62 victory over No. 21 Colorado on Feb. 27,
2020 at Haas Pavilion.

*In a 22-point performance vs. UCLA, Chris Bell crossed the
1,000-point margin in his collegiate career.

- With four rebounds vs. UCLA, Miles llié recorded his 500th
career rebound.

- The win over North Carolina was Cal’s first win over a top-15
AP opponent since 2016, when the Bears beat No. 11 Oregon at
Haas Pavilion.

- Milos lli¢ and Mantas KoGanas both hit their first 3-pointers
as Bears vs. UNC.

- Cal’s 54 points at halftime vs. UNC was the most scored in the
first half by the Bears this season.

HOT START

+ (al's 12-1 start to this season marked its best since the 1959-
60 season, when the Bears went 28-1 before falling in the 1960
national championship game.

- Cal’s nine-game win streak from Nov. 18-Dec. 21 matched its
longest win streak since recording nine consecutive in 2008-09

- The Bears recorded 90+ points in back-to-back games — the
first time Cal has done so since 2014 — vs. Cal State Fullerton
and Kansas State.

- Cal scored a season-high 97 points vs. Morgan State on a
season-best 59.3% shooting along with 55.0% from 3-point
range and a 95.7% effort from the free-throw line.

- Cal has shot 50 percent or better in six games this season,
going 5-1 in those games.

- After its 90-point effort vs. Georgia Tech, Cal has six 90+ games
this season — tying for the most in a season since six were
recorded in 2009-10.

MARK MADSEN

CALIFORNIA MEN’S BASKETBALL HEAD COACH - 3rd SEASON AT CAL - STANFORD, 2000
CAREER COACHING RECORD: 114-95 | RECORD AT CAL: 44-44

Mark Madsen, a two-time NBA champion with East Bay roots and a
proven track record as both a college and professional coach, was
named the 19th head coach in California men’s basketball history on
March 29, 2023. After reinvigorating the Cal program and its fan base
with a 10-win improvement in his first year at the helm in 2023-24,
Madsen led the Golden Bears into their inaugural season as members
of the Atlantic Coast Conference in 2024-25.

Madsen’s first year in Bear Territory was marked by Cal’s best finish in
the Pac-12 Conference standings since 2016-17 with a tie for sixth
place (13-19, 9-11). The Bears’ nine conference wins - each against
a different opponent, including marquee victories against UCLA and
NCAA Tournament teams Washington State, Oregon and Colorado -
were the fourth-most by a first-year head coach in program history.

Madsen was awarded a two-year contract extension in March 2024,
keeping him in Berkeley until 2030.

Cal won 10 home games, including six of its final eight, inside Has Pa-
vilion in 2023-24.The final eight-game span was spotlighted by Cal’'s
first sold-out crowd since Jan. 29, 2017, when 11,801 were on hand
for the Bears’ 83-77 overtime win against USC on Feb. 7, 2024. That
sellout was sandwiched by attendances of 8,710 against Stanford on
Jan. 26 and 9,280 against UCLA on Feb. 10.

Cal won 14 games in 2024-25 and reached the ACC Tournament sec-
ond round following a double-overtime win over Virginia Tech in the
opening round; the Bears became just the second No. 15 seed to win
a game in the ACC Tournament. Cal went 11-6 at home in Madsen’s
second year - including wins over ACC foes Virginia, Florida State, Mi-
ami, NC State and Boston College - and picked up a 71-66 road win
at USC in nonconference play.

‘Mad Dog’ - the nickname Madsen received from his fifth grade P.E.
teacher at Montair Elementary School in Danville - didn't waste a
second in implementing his vision for Cal men’s basketball. He and
his staff aggressively pursued some of the top recruits in the country
in the transfer portal and on the high school level, and On3 ranked
the Bears’ 2023 transfer class as the eighth-best in the nation. That
transfer class was highlighted by Jaylon Tyson - who went on to be
selected No. 20 overall in the first round of the 2024 NBA Draft by the
Cleveland Cavaliers in June 2024 - and Fardaws Aimag, who led the
Pac-12 in rebounding (11.0 RPG) and was one of only six major-con-
ference players to average a double-double in the 2023-24 season.

Madsen and company restocked the Cal roster again through the
transfer portal heading into the 2024-25 campaign; 10 of Cal’s 11
scholarship newcomers this season are transfers, making up the 12th-
ranked transfer class in the country (On3).Among the 11 total schol-
arship newcomers were sophomore guard and All-ACC Team honorable
mention Andrej Stojakovic - who increased his scoring from 7.8 PPG
to 17.9 PPG in a single season after transferring from Stanford - and
freshman guard Jeremiah Wilkinson, who was named 2024-25 ACC

Sixth Man of the Year and earned a spot on the ACC All-Rookie Team
on the way to one of the most dynamic freshman seasons in program
history.

Following a decorated playing career which included a trip to the
NCAA Final Four at Stanford and two NBA championships while play-
ing for the Los Angeles Lakers, Madsen is considered a rising star in
the coaching ranks. Prior to Cal, he most recently led Utah Valley to
the semifinals of the 2023 NIT. Madsen was named the 2023 Western
Athletic Conference Coach of the Year and led the Wolverines to a
pair of conference titles during his four seasons at the helm. He was
well-recognized for his efforts during the 2022-23 campaign as he
was named District Coach of the Year by both the National Associa-
tion of Basketball Coaches (NABC) and the United States Basketball
Writers Association (USBWA) and a finalist for the Hugh Durham Na-
tional Coach of the Year award, which is presented annually to the top
Division I mid-major coach in college basketball.

Madsen was 70-51 (.578) overall and 39-25 (.609) in WAC play in
four seasons at Utah Valley. Following an 11-win season in his first
year in 2019-20, Madsen led the Wolverines to a share of the WAC
regular-season title in 2020-21 and back-to-back 20-win seasons
in 2021-22 and 2022-23. Madsen’s 2022-23 squad won a program

Madsen spent six seasons as an assistant coach for the Los Ange-
les Lakers (2013-19) prior to leading Utah Valley. During his time on
the Los Angeles bench, he coached NBA superstars LeBron James,
Kobe Bryant and Steve Nash, among others. He also played alongside
some of the NBA's greatest players, including Bryant, Shaquille O'Neal
and Kevin Garnett. Following three seasons played with the Lakers
(2000-03), Madsen played six further seasons with the Minnesota
Timberwolves.

Madsen’s first coaching position came as an assistant coach for
the Utah Flash of the NBA Development League during the 2009-10
season. He later returned to his alma mater to earn an MBA from
the Stanford Graduate School of Business in 2012 and spent the
2012-13 season as an assistant coach for the Cardinal, working in
recruiting, opponent game planning and player development.

A 2019 Stanford Athletics Hall of Fame inductee, Madsen earned
All-America honors twice while helping lead the Cardinal to four NCAA
Tournament appearances - including the 1998 Final Four - in as
many seasons played from 1996-2000. He averaged 10.9 points and
7.0 rebounds per game in his Stanford career and ranks fourth in
field goal percentage (.587) and sixth in rebounds (857) in program
history. Madsen earned an undergraduate degree in economics from
Stanford in 2000.

Madsen served a two-year mission for The Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints in Spain. Madsen and his wife, Hannah, have three
sons (William, Leroy and Mark) and two daughters (Alexandria and
Anastasia).
